Győr – walk in the downtown

Győr is called the town of rivers because it is situated at the meeting point of three rivers. The relics of the thousand-year old bishop’s residence, the magnificent Baroque buildings of the evocative downtown, the museums, the romantic promenades on the riversides, all charm guests for a longer stay. 
One of Hungary’s richest cities in monuments, it won a European prize for the preservation of its monuments and the reconstruction of its Baroque town centre. The churches, palaces, typical corner-balconies and narrow closes which evoke ancient times, beckon visitors at every turn. The cafés, restaurants, inns in the ancient streets and the famous local hospitality add to the ambience of Győr.
Pleasure in the thermal bath

The soothing thermal bath is a real paradise for bathers all year round. It has several swimming pools, spa pools and for the little ones, children’s pools. Outdoor and indoor swimming pools heated to different temperatures offer everyone an opportunity to relax and rejuventate. 
Because of its high dissolved salt content as well as its alkali-hydrogen-carbonate and chloride content, the thermal spa water here is one of the five best medicinal springs of Europe. As a consequence of its chemical structure, it is very suitable for hydrotherapy and drinking cures. Furthermore, you can also undergo an inhaling treatment in the spa.

The Millenary Benedictine Archabbey of Pannonhalma 

The Benedictine Abbey was founded in 996 by prince Géza, who was the father of the first Hungarian King, St. Stephen. The Abbey is also called the Monte Cassino of Hungary. The monks of the monastery pray for the inviolability of Hungary every single day. The local monks and buildings shared the ups and downs of the country’s history. The Cartulery of the Main Abbey is also located here. The collection includes a number of priceless documents, such as the earliest written record extant of the Hungarian and Finno-Ugric language, the deed of foundation of the Abbey of Tihany. 
Here, you can also find the first Hungarian library catalogue and documents of local census dating back to around 1090. The classicist library of the Abbey which was founded in the 19th century comprises roughly 350.000 volumes, making it one of the largest monastic libraries in Europe. The most valued pieces of the collection are the codices.
